Once the lands 
are transferred our major concern will most likely be the mangrove disposal area since it 
probably received numerous waste streams from the different operations on the islands. Its 
proximity to the Kiani Lagoon channel and location within mangrove wetlands is a cause for 
concern. Leachate from the site could easily be reaching and impacting wildlife in the area. I 
look forward to working with you next year. Another agency that should be brought into the 
picture is NOAA since they would be a Natural Resource Trustee and the waters around Vieques 
are designated Essential Fish Habitat. I’ve worked with Lisa Rosman the NOAA Coastal 
Resource Coordinator in New York. It’s best to bring them in early so that in the RI/l% stage 
you don’t get hung up by a new player. Merry Christmas, I’11 see you in Vieques next year.
