Gentlemen:

The Massapequa Water District is deeply concerned with the
ROD for Operable Unit No. 2 at the Grumman Site in
Bethpage, as proposed by the above captioned group.

First of all, the ROD was delivered to our offices on May
15, 2002, the initial day for our comments. With this in
mind, we have hastily prepared some comments as outlined
below. However, we require more time with in which to
study this report and comment in the best interest of our
District. Therefore, for the record, the Massapequa Water
District respectfully requests an extension to the comment
period of at least ninety days.

Based on a preliminary review of the ROD by our consultant,
Dvirka & Bartilucci (letter attached), the Massapequa Water
District continues to be concerned with your groundwater
modeling effort and prediction of future impacts to this
District. The ROD doesn’t satisfy our concern. We also
continue to be concerned with the “created” breakaway plume
and the lack of treatment for such in the ROD. Finally,
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although the Massapequa Water District remains opposed to
wellhead treatment as an alternative to cleanup, we are
concerned with potential costs to our District based on
this contamination. Over the past 25 years changes in
detection levels for contaminants have increased cleanup
costs dramatically. Going forward, this District believes
detection limits will continue to be increased, with a
similar increase in cleanup cost to our District. This has
not been satisfactorily addressed in the ROD.

Therefore, the Massapequa Water District respectfully
requests sufficient time to review and comment on this
draft ROD. An additional ninety days is not a long time
when the decision may impact the Massapequa Water District
for the next 50 years.
