Comments regarding the Monitoring Plan:

I. Section 4.1.1 - This section refers to "wells identified in Section 3.2". There appears to be no Section 3.2 in this
report. >.

2. Section 4.1.3, p 7 - The filtering process for the ground water samples should be omitted or analysis of unfiltered
samples should be included because the Department can only evaluate the analysis performed on· unfiltered
samples.

3. Figure 3 - Ground water flow contours should be superimposed on the map that illustrates the monitoring well
locations. This way the rationale is clear as to which wells were chosen for the monitoring program.

Comments regarding the Preliminary Assessment/ Site Investigation:

I. Please provide the rationale as to why EA was tasked with performing the limited investigation at the Gradalcanal
Road Area. Include the data to demonstrate why an additional investigation is warranted.

2. Section 5.1.3 - Given the fact that that Site 48 could be as large as 3 to 4 acres, 6 samples appears to be limited in
scope in terms of an assessment of environmental contamination. The samples should not be limited in number in
advance, but determined by EA'~ sample selection process (physical and historical evidence, environmental
impacts, stressed vegetation, evidence of Mine batteries, etc.).

3. Section 5.5.3 - Additional sample(s) should be taken from the Mine Brook tributary. It would be difficult to assess
the prese~ce or abse~~e of environmental contamination based on one sediment and one surfa,ce water sample.

4. A clearer, larger scale map should be included for Site 48.
