The New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection (Department), 
Division of Solid and Hazardous Waste, Bureau of Hazardous Waste 
and Transfer Facilities (Bureau) is in receipt of your July 28, 
1997, letter. The letter states that the current hazardous waste 
storage permit restricts the facility to the storage of on-site 
generated waste. 	However, there is the potential that waste 
military munitions may be received from off-site. Therefore, the 
letter requests that the Bureau issue a Class 1 permit modification 
of the facility's hazardous waste storage permit to authorize the 
acceptance of off-site generated waste munitions. 

Waste military munitions are manacred in accordance with the 
facility's July 1996 Subpart X permit application and all 
applicable interim status provisions of 40 C.F.R. Part 265 and not 
in accordance with the provisions of your facility's hazardous 
waste storage permit. 	The permitted storage areas are not 
authorized for the storage of munitions. Therefore, the Bureau has 
determined that the request for modification of your facility's 
hazardous waste storage permit is not necessary. Instead, if your 
facility wants to receive off-site generated waste military 
munitions it must revise its Subpart X permit application and 
comply with the procedures for changes during interim status at 40 
C.F.R. § 270.72(a). This information should be submitted to the 
USEPA and a copy sent to the Department.
