The Navy Environmental Restoration Program invites public comment on the Proposed
Plan for remedial action at SWMU 3 - Pier 10 Sandblast Yard at Joint Expeditionary
Base (JEB) Little Creek, located in Virginia Beach, Virginia. This Proposed Plan
identifies and discusses the preferred alternative to address contamination that has
occurred as a result of a Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and
Liability Act (CERCLA) release.

In accordance with Code of Federal Regulations, 40 C.F.R. § 300.430(f)(2), the
Proposed Plan presents assessments of risk to human health and the environment,
along with a summary of remedial alternatives considered for SWMU 3. Between
February 2013 and March 2014, the Navy completed removal actions at SWMU 3.
Contaminated soil and sediment impacted by the CERCLA release was excavated and
disposed of at an off-site permitted disposal facility. Site restoration included backfill
with clean material, shoreline reconstruction, and the pli; 1t of powdered acti d
carbon, delivered as part of a pebble-like aggregate, across the sediment surface where
excavation was not feasible. As a result of the removal action, soil and sediment at
SWMU 3 no longer poses any unacceptable risk to human health or the environment;
therefore, no further remedial action is required for these media. The preferred remedial
alternative for groundwater outlined in the Proposed Plan is monitored natural
attenuation and land use controls. Land use controls are to be maintained until site
conditions allow for unlimited use and ur icted exp 3

The Proposed Plan is based on findings contained in documents that are part of the
Administrative Record for JEB Little Creek. The Administrative Record provides
background information on SWMU 3, as well as remedial investigations conducted at
the site.
