Pharmacist charged
in painkiller thefts

NEW YORK (AP) — A phar-
macist who oversaw a major
hospital’s vault of drugs stole
nearly 200,000 powerful pain-
killers he was supposed to safe-
guard and dispense, narcotics
prosecutors said Tuesday as
they unveiled a case that makes
unusual use of a state drug-
kingpin law.

For more than five years
before his firing this spring,
Anthony D’Alessandro
exploited his access to the
drug supply of what is now
Mount Sinai Beth Israel hospi-
tal to grab oxycodone and other
pills by the hundreds and then
fudged records to cover his
tracks, city Special Narcotics
Prosecutor Bridget Brennan’s
office said. Prosecutors are still

investigating what became of
the drugs but believe the medi-
cations ended up on the thriv-
ing black market for prescrip-
tion narcotics, where the more
than 193,000 missing pills could
fetch a total of about $5.6 mil-
lion.

The case is one of the most
striking examples of a pharma-
cist being accused of becoming
adrug thief, and it could be the
first such use of a top-level New
York drug trafficking law typi-
cally used against street deal-
ers. It “underscores the vigi-
lance required when addictive
medication with a high resale
value is readily available —
even to licensed professionals
and trusted employees,” Bren-
nan said.

Israel takes aim at Hamas

25 are killed in largest
offensive in two years.

JERUSALEM (AP) — Israel
on Tuesday launched its larg-
est offensive in the Gaza Strip
in nearly two years, carrying
out a blistering aerial assault
on scores of targets and Kill-
ing 25 people in what officials
called an open-ended opera-
tion aimed at ending weeks of
heavy rocket fire. As Gaza mili-
tants unleashed salvos on cities
including Jerusalem and Tel
Aviv, Israel mobilized forces
along the border for a possible
ground invasion.

The offensive set off the

heaviest fighting between
Israel and the Islamic militant
group Hamas since an eight-
day battle in November 2012.
The militants fired about 160
rockets at Israel, including two
intercepted over Tel Aviv, while
Israel said it attacked more
than 150 sites across Gaza.

Palestinian medics reported
at least 25 dead, including six
killed in an airstrike that flat-
tened an apartment building
in southern Gaza and set off
widespread panic.

In a nationally televised
statement, Prime Minister
Benjamin Netanyahu said
continued rocket attacks on
Israeli communities would not

be tolerated.

“Therefore I have ordered
the military to significantly
broaden its operation against
Hamas terrorists and against
the other terrorist groups
inside Gaza,” he said. “I call
on you to display patience
because this operation could
take time.”

Israel and Hamas are bit-
ter enemies that have engaged
in numerous rounds of fight-
ing over the years. But until
recently, they had been observ-
ing a truce that ended the pre-
vious hostilities in 2012.

Tensions have been rising
since Palestinian militants kid-
napped three Israeli teenagers

in the West Bank on June 12.
Accusing Hamas of being
behind the abductions, Israel
launched a crackdown on the
group’s members in the West
Bank and arrested hundreds
of people. Hamas, which con-
trols Gaza, responded by step-
ping up rocket fire.

The situation deteriorated
last week after the bodies of
the Israeli youths were found,
and a Palestinian teenager in
Jerusalem was abducted and
burned to death in what Pales-
tinians believe was a revenge
attack. Six Jewish Israelis have
been arrested in the killing,
and the rocket fire from Gaza
has increased in recent days.
