After our phone conversation on March 17, 1995, and from previous 
conversations with Mr. Joel Hennessy and Ms. Betty Ann Quinn of 
your support branch, two additional monitoring wells were 
installed and sampled at SWMU 11 at NAS Oceana. A figure 
accompanying the March 28, 1995 letter illustrated the 
approximate well locations. The wells were sampled for 8240 
VOCs, PAHs, TPH and TAL metals (filtered and unfiltered). The 
analytical test for metals was SW-6010/7000. 

The attached technical memorandum presents the sampling 
locations, analytical results from the two additional wells, and 
summarizes the complete groundwater characterization study for 
SWMU 11 through the complete RFI/CMS program. As stated in the 
memorandum, no further action is necessary based on the 
analytical results, and it is recommended that SWMU 11 be removed 
from the RCRA corrective action program.
