Dear Mr. Hoffman/Priskos:

During the past several months regulatory questions regarding modifications to the thermal
treatment unit (the burning ground) have been brought to the forefront. The questions raised are
primarily not related to the CERCLA environmental restoration at Allegany Ballistics Laboratory
(ABL) under the oversight of the Office of Waste Management/ Superfund Section. However, the
State’s regulatory sections which monitor/regulate RCRA activities operate out of the OWM need to
better understand the closure/movement of some of the burning pans located at Site 1(the burning
ground) due to the CERCLA activities.

To ensure the continued progress of the environmental restoration and non-interference with
plant operations, specifically the burning ground (Site 1), OWM/Superfund Section has coordinated
with the Office of Air Quality, Compliance Assurance and Emergency Response (RCRA), Hazardous
Waste (Permitting), EPA Superfund Branch, EPA Subpart X, Alliant Tech System, Naval Sea System
Command, and The Atlantic Division Naval Facilities Command for a meeting at Allegany Ballistics
Laboratory (ABL), Rocket Center, West Virginia on 11 June 1998, to assure modifications to Site 1
are in compliance with Federal and State statutes.
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
