I)ear Mr. Rice:

The Texas Natural Resource Conservation Commission (TNRCC) Federal Facilities Team
received \'OUF supplemental report dated September 23, 1996, and received on September 28,
1996. 'Ihe report states that radium levels observed in the soils at Solid Waste Management Unit
(S'\VM t i 60, a Luw Level Radioactive Waste site, arc at or below background levels. As such,
the Air I rces closure activities for the soils at this site have been completed in accordance with
the INRC( Rkk Reduction Rules (RRR) Standard No. I , pursuant to 30 Texas Administrative
('ode (I'A(' Cluipter 335 Suhehaplers A and S.

In order to attain RRR Standard No. I . all industrial solid waste and municipal hazardous waste
and waste residLies must be removed or decontaminated from aftcted media (i.e.. soil. sklrh(;e
waler. roundw;ticr. all.) to nattirallv occurring background levels. We cannot approve Ii ii

clouie of S\VM I 6() until the Air Force completes its study of baekcround raditun in
ruurid'.;itcr. 'Ilic bacH rolilid i IlveticaIiol1 was approved by the TNRCC in our letter of' OctoberF /. )c.. -

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Please he aware of the continuing oblication of 30 TAC §335.8(h)(5), which requires the Air
Force to conduct additional remedial activities in the event that a substantial change in
circumstances at the facility, or area, results in an unacceptable threat to human health or the
environment. Finally, 30 TAC §335.4 requires that persons associated with a site are under the
continuing obligation to assure that municipal hazardous waste and industrial solid waste are
maiiaged in a nianner which does not cause the discharge or imminent threat of discharge of waste
into or adjacent to waters in the state, a nuisance, or the endangerment of the public health and
welfare. A TNRCC field inspector may review your Final Report and may conduct a closure
inspection of the site.
