The meeting was convened at 1:00pm, and reports were made on
assignments from the 9 Nov 93 meeting: .

• The draft partnerinq charter was discussed, and Allison Dr w
and David Williams requested minor revisions under the
mission paragraph. Everyone was in agreement with the .
chanqes~ and it was decided that the charter would be signed
at the January BCT meetinq.

• A color map was provided by Tonya Barker showing SWMUs and
realignment areas.

• Sue Lawley and Sue Hosmer discussed the status of the
Community Relations Plan. . Sue Hosmer will take the lead on
amending and finalizing the current draft plan to include
BRAC issues. Also discussed was the formation of the
Restoration Advisory Board

• Keith Justis and Bill Davis provided a samplinq of building
surveys forms completed to date (with various environmental
classifications). Jordan English suggested that the
references listed on the individual forms include only thos
specifically associated with the building rather than the
complete list for the entire base. Clinton Willer raised
the issue ot past pesticide applications, and the need to
disclose such inrormation on the form. In the absence of
data, it was noted that assumptions can be made regarding
past pesticide applications, based on the age ot the
building and construction typ., and past land uses. All
regulatory representatives reaffirmed the strict
interpret;ation of "uncont.aminated", and it was noted that
very little if anything would be classified as .
"uncontamined".

• Mark Taylor gave a brief overView or the proposed
restoration strategy, which includes dividing the current
groups in the CAMP into BRAC and non-BRAe (DERA) funded
subgroups.

The meeting was adjourned for the evening at 1700.
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. At 0900 Tuesday, David Porter, c~int n Willer, Sue Hosmer, and
David Williams me~ a~ the Hillin~on City Hall ~o discuss the
formation of the Restoration Advisory Board (RAB) with George
Harvell (Mayor of Nillington) and Phil Whittenburg (Executive
Director of ~he Base Reuse Commi~~ee). The purpose of ~e RAB
was explained to Hr. Harvell and Mr. Whitten}:)urq , and it was
requested that the city provide a lis~ ot possible local citizens
to participate on the board. The city aqreed to provide the Navy
with a list of approximately eiqht individuals that the city
fliels would be an asset to the board. Hr. Whittenburg also
discussed the reuse planning process and the current status of
reuse plans. The meeting was concluded at 1100.

The meeting of the full BCT/Project Team was reconvened at 1230.
Discussions were held on the followinq Subjects: .

• Formation of the RAB - the meetinq with the city was
recapped, and it was decided that the list of possible
participates from the city would be reviewed at the next BeT
meeting. It was also decided that an ad would be placed in
the newspaper in late January for additional public
participation, and that the first me~tinq of. the RAB would
be held on Tuesday night, 8 February. Sue Lawley. provided
draft copies.of press releases for the RAB (also on BCT and
EBS). reschedUled from 15 Feb .

•. Draft sections of the BCP which had been developed were
discussed briefly.

• Restoration Strategy - there was agreement on the general
strategy proposed by the Navy. Both EPA Rcaqion IV and
Tennesse.axpressed concern regardinq SWMU 3 (Old Plating
Shop Dry Well), and felt it n.eded high priority. It is not
in the area to be excessed, and therefore would not- be
eliqible tor BRAe fundinq. It was decided to try to redraw
the realiqnment area such that it would be available for
BRAe money. .

• The schedule for future BCT and RAB meetinqs was discussed.
Assiqnments were made for the next BCT meetinq.

The meeting was adjourned at 1500 •
